1. Please check that all parts are present before you start the assembly of your furniture, as
once assembled, the furniture is exempt from our home approval policy.

2. For ease and speed of assembly, we recommend that before you commence each step of
the assembly, that you identify all the parts required for that step.

3. For larger items, please ensure that you have sufficient space and people (as indicated on
page 1) to assemble your product safely.

4. We recommend that, where possible, all items are assembled near to the area in which
they will be placed in use, to avoid moving the product unnecessarily once assembled.

5. For the protection of your furniture, particularly items of high gloss finish, we recommend
that the product is placed on a protected surface during assembly to prevent any damage.

6. During assembly please take care not to over-tighten any fittings, as this may damage the
product.

e Loosen the bolts located in the head end. (Note: only loosen the bolts Do NOT
remove them.)

o Hook the side rail over the bolts as shown.

o Repeat the action on the opposite side.

o Carefully remove the footboard from carton 2, remove the Hardware Box and all extra

transportation packaging from inside.

o To do this you will need to gently lay the foot end on it's back. Before doing so please
ensure the area is completely free of anything that may cause damage or press into the
fabric. Place a protective cover on the floor to avoid possible damage.

o The controls and hardware are held in place by string please carefully cut these and

remove.

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o Carefully lift the foot end back to it's upright position.

e Loosen the bolts located in the foot end.

¢ Please note these should only be loosened and NOT removed.
o Hook the side rail brackets over the bolts on both sides.

(A) Carefully slot the centre rail into the brackets on the head and foot end. Be very
careful not to catch the head and foot ends with the centre rail tongue.

(B) Fully tighten all screws on the head and foot ends.

(C) Remove the screw pre-installed at the side rail. Attach the top tie rail & fully tighten
with the screws provided.

¢ Installing Batteries in the Wireless Remote Control.

Battery:
Size: ZYAA - @10.5 X T44.5mm (AAA) Batteries x 2pcs (provided) install to battery case.

Caution: May explode or leak if recharged, inserted improperly, mixed
with different battery types. Do not open battery. Dispose of used
batteries promptly. Keep away from children.

e Connecting the TV mechanism cable as shown. It is essential that connecting to the
power supply is done in this order. Failure to do so will result in damage to your product.
Step 6-1 Connect the Power Cable (13) to the AC adapter (11) , then plug the AC adapter
power socket into the TV mechanism power plug, which is pre-installed in the
footboard, as shown.
Step 6-2 Connect the power cable (13) power plug into an extension lead, then switch on.
Step 6-3 Switch on the main power supply.

e Continually press the “UP” switch on the wireless remote control, which will then lift
the TV mechanism up until the footboard TV lid opens to its full extent. Continually
press the "DOWN" switch on the wireless remote control to lower the TV
mechanism.

o If the wireless remote control does not operate the TV lift mechanism, please
follow the SYNCHRONIZED SETTING shown below.

TV LIFT MECHANISM CONTROL BOX SYNCHRONISATION

e Ensure there are two working batteries fitted correctly inside the remote control.
e For initial start up, the wireless remote control and control box must be synchronized.

A) Press and hold the synchronization button on the TV lift control box located in the right hand mouse hole for 3
seconds, the indicator light will flash red.

B) Simultaneously, press the up and down button on wireless remote control continuously for 3 seconds until the
control box indicator light turns from flashing red to a static light. The means the synchronization was
successful.

C) Now the wireless remote control is ready to use.

D) If the above step is not successful within 30 seconds, then the synchronization has failed and will need to be
repeated.




e Cable connection plan. Make sure you have all the relevant cable connections required (HDMI
cable, TV Aerial cable, TV power cable, Optical cable etc...) before you install the TV.

¢ The cable management holes are to help you to manage the cable and keep them tidy and
free from snags. Pass all cables cleanly through these holes. While ensuring any cable slack
is taken up from the bottom end of the footboard.

VY TIP:
Before fitting the TV, pass any cables through the cable management holes
from the top to the bottom, while ensuring the cables slack is taken up from the
bottom end of the footboard. choose the best side to use depending on where

the connection ports are, on back of your TV.

All TV, HDMI, Aerial, optical cables MUST go
through the bungee cable at the Left /Right
hand side of mouse hole. From a position
looking at the TV screen.

Place all cables through the 'Cable Management' holes to prevent any damage to the cable when the TV Lift
Mechanism is operating. Make sure all your the cables are long enough to let the TV Lift Mechanism move freely.

All the cables MUST be carefully pulled and fully extended.

Group the cables together as required below the TV Tray using cable tie(17) provided.




e Adjust the TV tray to suit the height of your TV (without stand). Please follow step below.

9.1 : Make a note of the height (without stand!) of your television.

9.2 : Use the Allen key (20) to slightly loosen the bolts-half turn only, do not remove all.
(Please refer diagram below)

9.3 : Slide "UP/ Down the TV vertical bar to using the measure line to match the noted height of
your TV, then fully tighten the bolts.

9.4 : When the TV is mounted it should sit neatly just underneath the Gooseneck.

Note: The minimum height of the TV Tray is 440mm which accommodates any of the
smaller TV heights (without stand) below 440mm.

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e You are now ready to install your TV.

¢ Raise the mechanism to it's highest position.

¢ While standing behind your television (on the outside end of the footboard).

e Carefully place the TV on top of the two rubber TV mounting pedestals - ensuring the
Gooseneck arm is perfectly inline with the horizontal 'centre’ of the TV.

e TV Flat Bracket (vesa bracket).

Please note : ltem (21) or (22) or (23) or (24) or (29) or (30) or (31) or (32) screws have been
supplied to fit most TV models. However sizes may vary depending on the TV model. If smaller
or larger size screws are required these should be source from your local hardware store or TV
specialist. Washers may also be required. Your retailer may also supply alternative fixings
depending on the TV model supplied at the time.
