Step 3: Attach the right headend post (2) and left headend post (3) to the headend panel (1) and headend 

rail (9) using hardware parts E and H.

Step 4: Attach the right footend post (7) and left footend post (8) to the footend panel (6) using hardware 

parts E and H. 

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim. 
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Step 5: Attach the side rails (4) using hardware parts F, G and H. 

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim. 

 
Step 6: Attach the footend using hardware parts F, G and H. 

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim. 

 
Step 7: Secure the slats (5) in position using hardware parts C and J with a screwdriver (not provided) making 

sure to start from the ends and work towards the middle. 

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim. 
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Step 8: Attach the headend plinth (10) using hardware part D and a screwdriver (not provided).
